Tnn bill introduced in tbe senato by
Edmunds, a short time ago to regulate

ficial place ot business. In any
such case of suspension, or in
caso tho president shall be of
opinion tbnt such officer ought to
bo removed without suspension, ap-
plication ebttll be immediately made to
the circuit justice, circuit judge, or dis-
trict judge of tbo district (or in case
such officer is serving in n territory or
in tho District of Columbia to nny jus-
tice of tho supreme court of such terri-
tory or district for the removal of such
officer), stating tbe grounds cf such
proposed removol.whoreupon said justice
or judge shall cause reasonable notice to
be given to such officer of such applica-
tion, and citing him by personal service
or otherwise, as the justice or judge at
n time and placo named, and show cause
why he should not be removed from
office; and on such day such justice or
judge shall hear in n summary way tbe
matter alleged and the defense of such
officer, if nny be made, and determine
nnd decide whether he ought to be re
moved from office or not, and shall
order and direct accordingly.

of the United States.
Under the provisions of such a bill

should it become a law a great many cit-

izens of Montana would receive material
benefits md the widows and children of
those who were killed would be given
their just dues. There is certainly no
more reason for the payment of pensions
to soldiers who engage in civilized war-
fare than those who fight a savage foe.

How silly it sounds for newspapers
assuming any pretense to fairness, to
claim that the restoration of Fitz John
Porter to bis old rank in the army and
placing him upon the list of retired pen-

sioners is a vindication of his military
character. It is about suoh a vindica
tion as the condemned felon receives
when executive clemsnoy restore him
to liberty and citizenship. The bill for
the relief of Porter did not expnnge tbe
reoorda of his court martial, nor does it
attempt to establish his innooence of tbe
crimes for which he was then convicted.
It does not change the proven facts,
but simply stands as the opinion of
Congress that he has been sufficiently
punished for his errors, and that the
ends of justice have been subserved, be-

yond whioh point a merciful charity
shields the unfortunate objeot from need'
less Buffering. As a vindication the
act can not in reason be construed; and
even at a reparation, it is but aa im
pulse of tho generous American heart.
By its supreme and unquestioned
nower of epecial legislation Congress
has simply exercised a clemency attain
able in no other manner. It did not act
as a court of appeal and n tbe
case for a now trial, but only implied
that a further infliction of the penalty
imposed bordered closely upon persecu
tion and despotism. Tho retroactive
provision regarding the emoluments of
his newly acquired position, while of
questionable constitutionality in a strict
interpretation of the absolute prohibi
tion of -f acto laws,ts one of tbe un
accountable idiooncracies of the Amer
ican Congress, and is intended more as
a reimbursement of tbe coats of bring
ing the bill to a successful termination
than indemnity for a jtrst and righteous
demand.

The cessation of Apache hostilities in
Southern Arizona is being closely fol
lowed by a slight revival of tho mining
intnrnsts, sod there im oron outuo little
inquiry for good properties. Could
there he an assurance that our troubles
from these Indians are ended for all
time, this portion of the grand Terri-
tory of Arizona would assume an un
precedented degree of industrial activ
ity during tbe remaining monthB of the
present year. No oro has lost hope in
the ultimate prosperity of this section,
but tho many obstacles that have made
disappointment tbe rule and realization
the exception, have severely tried the
endurance of our people. Last winter
