DISTRIBUTE CIRCULARS.

of the Western Federation or Miners
yesterday Hooded Douglas with circu-

lars bearing the heading, "Statement
to the Workingmen of Douglas." The
circular is of the usual Western Fed-

eration and socialistic brand; it in-

dulges in denunciation of newspapers
and business men or Bis'uce and
Douglas who have opposed a disturb-
ance of the peaceful and prosperous
industrial conditions which have pre-

vailed during the entire nistory of the
mining industry in these centers.

This circular pleads w:tn me work-

ingmen of Douglas to ally themselves
with the Western Federation union
here, notwithstanding the known fact
that such a union will never receive
recognition from cither the Copper
Queen or the Calumet and Arizona
companies. The Western Federation
is the same in Douglas as it was In
BIsmbee. Organizers Rawlings and
Cannon forced themselves and their
union charter Into Blsbee in opposi-

tion to 87 per cent of the miners em-

ployed there as expressed by ballot at
an election managed ty the men
themselves; these organizers knew

that neither the companies nor the
men employed by them desired that a
union should be organized. The min-

ers who were receiving all that they
could hope for in wage3 were content
to have the camp remain "open" to all
workingmen, union and non-unio- as
had always been the case. There
had never been any semblance of fric-

tion between the companies and the
miners; good feeling prevailed and

doing so, according to report, contrib-
uted $7000 Jn initiation fees and dues
to the local union which they left to

maintain a strike that had not even
the support of the large majority of
the men who quit work. AH the

connected with the operation
of the mines carpenters, engineers,
firemen, etc., turned a deaf ear to the
"scab" threats ot. the strike manag
ers; the business men of Blsbee 'were
a unit in condemning tire" unwarrant
ed disturbance of the camp brought
on by the strike. The strike at Bis
bee failed because it was not approved
outside the circle of the organizers
and walking delegates. Public senti-

ment among the miners, carpenters,
blacksmiths, engineers, firemen and
the business men were against the
strike and those who caused it. Un-

der these conditions tne strike was

doomed from the beginning. Today

there are between four and five thous-

and miners at work in the Warren
district and all, according to the West-

ern Federation organizers, are ene-

mies to the cause of labor. Could any
contention be so ridiculous?

Now, the same men who made the
trouble in Bisbee and made a com-

plete failure of their purpose to union-

ize that mining district are in Doug-

las on a like mission. We do not
all these men are idiots; w

believe they are here with tne abso-

lute knowledge that neither of the min-

ing companies will ever grant them
recognition here even If they should

enroll every manMn Douglas as mem-

bers of their union.

Safford Guardian: On Saturday last
a most unaccountable murder was
committed at San Jose, the little towiV
a few miles beyond Solomonvllle.
Three boys were walking along In' the
field in a quiet, inoffensive manner,
and happened to pass a Mexican labor-
er named Ignacio Puerios, who was do
ing some irrigating. They called out
"neiio." and he replied in a pleasant
manner. As soon as they had passed
him. however, he called again, pulled
a pistol from his pocket and fired at
them. The bullet struck one of them,
a son of P. Bartoldo of San
Jose. In the left breast The missile
ranged through the body, doubtless
penetrating the heart, came out Just
below the shoulder blade, and was nev-
er found. The boy fell to the ground,
murmured "Oh, mamma," and In a few
moments breathed his last. Puerios
went at once to the store ot Cassimlro
in San Jose and stated that he had
shot a boy and believed that he had
killed him. Cassimlro took the pis-
tol and held him under arrest until the
officers arrived, when he was taken to
jail The boys obtained assistance
and their dead comrade was taken
home amid universal lamentation. Jus-
tice of the Peace Bennett of San Jose
at once impaneled a coroner's Jury
who heard the evidence in the case
and rendered a verdict to the effect
that deceased came to his death at the
hands of Puerios, who shot without
provocation and with malicious intent.
Puerios was then taken to the county
Jail at Solomonvllle. where he Is held
under close guard In default of bonds
of $2,000. He can give no reason what-
ever for his deed. He states that he
was temporarily crazy and shot with-
out knowing what he was doing. The
pistol he used was a single action

Colt's revolver. He seems en-
tirely rational In all other ways and
has generally been known as a peace-
able and Inoffensive citizen.

Tucson Star: The timely appear-
ance of Policeman Carmen Mungia
in the Kentucky saloon on Gay alley
shortly atter 1 o'clock this morning,
prevented what would in all probabil-
ity have been a mur'er. J. Wv Moreno
who Is unmarried and lives with his
parents on Seventeenth street, be-
tween Main and Meyer streets, was
dangerously stabbed in the back by
Jose M. Cortez. The would-b- e mur
derer has been in the city Jail before
on a charge of drunkenness Just as
the policeman entered the saloon Cor
tez made a lunge at Moreno, who had
his back turned. Cortez had in his
hand a deadly knife and plunged it
deep into Morenos bacK. With a
groan the latter staggered several feet
and turning made a rush at his as
sailant and putting all his strength in
to one blow caught Cortez full on the
Jaw and sent him to the floor. Before
Cortez could renew the attack with
the knife Policeman Mungia had seiz-
ed and disarmed him.

Tucson Citizen: Late yesterday af-
ternoon TJndersherln" Henry Meyers
was found In his office by a boy bear-
ing a message from a woman named
Ursula Buterras, who through her mes-
senger Informed the undersherlft that
she had been attacked and almost kill-
ed by her husband on the night ot Au-
gust 6, and requested Mr Meyers to
call at the house as soon' as possible
Meyers, accompanied by a deputy, last
night visited the place, found the wo
man In tne condition she had stated
and arrested her husband, who had
made the brutal assault. According to
the story of the woman she was lying
on a pallet on the floor of the hut on
the night of August C, when her hus-
band entered in a drunken condition
and in the half darkness stumbled over
her form huddled on the floor. Enrag-
ed, apparently without cause, the man
seized a murderous looking butcher
knife from a table and began slashing
the defenseless woman about the face
and head. Finally from the excessive
los3 of blood the woman fainted and
her fiendish husband, feeling her form
becoming lifeless In his arms, dropped
the body to the floor and fled from thn
house. Later he returned and retired
without even taking alook to see
whether the woman he had assaulted
was dead or not. Since that time Mrs.
Butteras has been- - lying stretched out
upon the floor of the wretched house
without care or medical treatment.
Hre husband would dally condescend
to throw a llttlo food on the floor be-
side her as if she were a dog, and on
this she has subsisted for the past nine
days By yesterday afternoon she had
regained sufficient strength to call a
passing boy to tho house, and, telling
him her tale, requested the lad to in-

form the authorities which he did.
Butteras; the murderous husband, was
lodged In the county Jail and will be
held there until it is known positively
whether the woman will recfover cr
not Meantime, the wife has been giv--

mnltoal treatment and lies in tho
same room In which she was so nearly
killed, hovering between life andd eath.

HAS DOUGLAS OFFICE

Big Establishment That Has
Charge of Thousands of

Acres,

DOUGLAS, Aug. 21. (Special).
A government office nearly as bin as

the immigration nfflpp nnil npnrlv n
important has tti's week removed to
Douglas. Few people realize that the
supervisor of the forest service who
Is even today putting down carpets in
his new office In the First National
bank building has control absolutely
of 300,000 plus 150,000 of Arizona
acres which are valuable enough to
keep one staff of men protecting them
from invaders and another observing
them in the service of science. The
scientists and the protectors and may-
be the Invaders, too, will hereafter
center in Douglas, as the metropolis
of southeastern Arizona.

Compelled to Come Here.
"Wo moved to Douglas because we

simply couldn't stay away," said Su-
pervisor Charles T. McGIone, while
his floors were being scrubbed yes-
terday. "We had our little office In
Paradise, on the edge of the Chiri-cahu- a

forest reserve and not far from
the Pelonclllo reserve. Mouldy ham
and mouldy bread for our meals, pre-
posterous prices for all our business
with Washington and all the incon-
veniences, meannesses and drawbacks
of the remote mountain town were
what we met in Paradise and so we
came down to the biggest, most mod-
ern city we could find Douglas. En-
tomologists and inspectors "from
Washington, rangers from the forests,
and the thousand and one people with
whom the office does business will
hereafter looks for us in Douglas.

Objects of Forestry.
"The Chiricahua reservation begins

not more than fifteen miles northeast
of Douglas and Includes, of course,
the finest timber in Arizona. I have
half a dozen rangers under me .keep-
ing It Intact and in perfect condition.
Anybody may use the forest lawfully

for hunting or grazing, that is, or
by carrying away the dead timber. On
the other hand the penalties for chop-
ping down live trees are strict and
inescapable.

"Preservation of a timber area for
future generations is only one of the
objects of this strict government con-
trol Forests have a vital part in ir-
rigation the hope of millions of acres
In Arizona which need only water to
make them bloom, not exactly like
the rose, but with cabbagps and on-
ions and alfalfa and wheat. So we
are saving the means of giving water
by and by to that arid valley you see
through the window.

Storing the Moisture.
"Nature's method of saving water

by the forests is easily explained and
perfectly adjusted to the needs of this
country. Forestry men are posted
here to save the present generation
from cutting off prosperity from their
children and their children's children.
The floor of every virgin forest is
simply a mat of layer on layer of de-
composed foliage. The mat acts as a
sponge to the rainfall, storing it up
and letting it off bit by bit to the
valleys below. Burn off the mat or.
cut away the trees whose leaves have
builded it and the rain bounds off the
hard adobe soil and reaches the thir-
sty plain below in a flood a flood that
washes away the crops or drowns
them. When man by Irrigation dams
learns to extend nature's process of
storing and directing the rainfall you
have the pleasing spectacle of man
working intelligently In the harness
with nature which is nothing but the
end and aim of all science.

"It Is curious what an awakening
the United States government has had
on the subject of forests. When I
first entered the service nearly a doz-

en years ago the job was more or
less more than less a joke. I lived
in the east and a man In my town
got the appointment of forest super-
visor In northern New Mexico as a
political favor. He wanted me to go
along for company and I got a ranger
appointment at good salary from
my congressman In that spirit.

Mastered Nature Study.
"But after four or five years of

quiet enjoyment of life up in the New
Mexican woods I woke up. 1 saw that
someone must do some hustling in
the forestry service or get out So I
went to work. I, studied botany In all
Its branches and I worked hard In na-

ture's laboratory. The forestry depart-
ment in Washington had come to the
point of rewarding good workers and
getting rid of poor ones, and it was
not long before I became a chief of
rangers and later a forest supervisor
The work fascinated me the moment
I put hard work Into it, and now there
Is no job in the United States I want
instead of this one.

"Graft? . No, there Is little danger
of any repetition of the Oregon timber
frauds in thVtArlzona forests'vfor sev-
eral' reasons. "In the first place, we
have not the immense forestry re-

sources of Oregon, so there Isn't any
temptation. Then It is not such an
easy matter to graft In any depart-
ment of the government as it was four
or more years ago. We have string
of pro lon,s oao Wid or another
about the Arizona forests through
which it would bo pretty hard for any
would-b- e grafter to break."
