A WHITE DEMON,

One of the Many Flendish Acts of Al
streeter. the Apache Chief,

(St. Louis (ilobs Demoerat, )

»] poticed in the San Fravewson Ex-
smiver & day or two ago,” said  Michael
Cerden, who hes mude lus for-
fortune in Chihushus #ilver mines. “an
article about Al Streeter, the white chiof
of tho Apaches.

“Many tales of bis cruellics bave beea
published, bat ove—that whieh I think
the most borribie of all b erimes—I
Late Dever ssen 1D priot.

“About seven yeurs sgo John Maos-
feld came to Arigons from San Fran-
Fhey
srrived ot  liftoo safely, snd ss they
were 1o a burry to rescls & little place
called Sclomon's, sboul ninety miles
away, where Munsfield wes ‘o go to
work, they took the teail over the bhills
trom Clifton,

“A young prospector—his npame |
have forgotton—uondertook to pilot them
over the teail. Their first duy’s travel
took them to the bauks of Eagle Creck,
s smsll, though rapid stream which
flows into the Gila. Thoere they made
pamp, within & few miles of the San
Carlos Heservation.

“Ihough there were rumors that a
band of rensgades had left the reserva-
tion, there was no positive news of the
uprising, and the little party had po
fear. As they were prepanog sapper
there suddenly cameé into the camp »
white man on horseback in the ordinary
garb of & prospector.  Maustield sod his
wife at once recognized the newcomer
ss Al Btrester, who had gone to school
with both of them 1 San Franecisoo.
They knew nothing of his oareer since
he had left this eity.

w“Streeter, though known to every one
on the frontier by repulstion. bas been
seen by few eycept when disguised with
war-psint, sod the young msn who we-
companied tbe Mansfields did ot con-
neot the resegnde leader with their vis-
itor. The new comer ate sapper with
them, but declined to stop st the camp
over night. He did, bowever, stay snd
talk awhile avont the old Hwes,

“At dsylight Streeter made his av-
pearance sgain and shared their break-
tast. Suddsnly he walked s few yarnds
out of camp and uitered acry—imitating
awild turkey. In & moment the camp
was in posscssion of & gang of Apaches,

“The two men tried to use their Win-
chestars, bat fonnd thet they bad been
tampersd with and wounld oot work.

**The Indisns finally secursd the four
persons who composed the Little party
and carried them bonnd to the top of
one of the kigh bioffs that at that point
shat in the nver. From the edge of the
blaff to the river's edge I3 & sheer de-
soent of probably seventy feet There
Streeter left the hapless victimos to the
Apaches and walked away,

“(Over the preojpice, in plain sight of
the helpless mother and fsthor, the In
dians threw the hittle bov, 'Lhe mother
was the neIt viotim, and she was killad
—before her husband—in the horrible
maoner in which a baad of Apaches al-
ways slay the temales who fall 10to their
hands.

“The next amasemens they determined
en waa the old oruelty of raooing the
gountlat.

Thia doubls minimum bsving
been fixed by Congress, that body ouly
has the power to obange it. Even lands
upon which prtents have been granied
are ssid not to be exempt from the ad-
ditions} £1.25 per serc. It is under-
stord that desert land looators are be-
ing notified to come wp with so addi-
tiousl filty senta per acra on their pre-
liminary filings This will work berd-
sihps to many who have paid tweoty-
five oents per nere st the time of filing
their claim snd esumot well afford S0
pay more. The eopy of the snbjo
laws governing the location snd price of
these lands, wes kindly farnished us by
Manjor Fred Smith of the Land Office:
