possible to develop them. One or two
good claims, with the requisite assess-
ment work done each year, would soon
show development that would make val
uable property, and others, working ad-
jacent claims, would enhance its value
also. A law is needed to prevent the
continuous relocation of claims, and to
compel a reasonable development of
those located.
