The tendeocy
of the system of government to paper
money and patioos]l benk notes besed
upou bonded security hus besn to res-
trict circulstion where it was needed, to
acoumulate idie capital in afew centers,
subjeot to & rate of interest, (o unjust
fluctastions aod radical ibequaiities in
different sections; to restrict solerprise
and cripple wwdustry. To muke currency
soarce in times of busioess activity and
abundantly plentful io times and places
where it was not needed, and al such
times expei the surplusain the form of
gold, the money ol iniernatioval ex-
change. The gold standerd bas uot
been the canse, but the victim of thess
conditions. Banks slso bave besén vie.
tims of lawa pot of their making, the re-
sult of war pecessitiey, and have ioour-

red unmerited hostility begsusa they
bave been prevented by these lawe from
rendering services to sgricuiture, indus-
try and cowmercs which should be theis
legitimate sod ostural fuoctions under
8 Propor currency sysiom.

“We believe in the protection of the

public cre sgainat the results of
ggitation, for the debasement of the
metallic andurd bss been rendered
doubly diilioult by the delestive char-
noter of our paper currency. The gold
staudnrd hus borne the odivm of events
over which it ia8 not respossible, and
which sliculd be dirsoted against the
vivious pulicy of government paper
currsocy, subject to perpetual reissue.
The eale of bouds for gold on four oo-
casione during the past three years bave
been dt o the fnct that the existing
currenvy system bas throwno upou the
tressury so obhigation which should be
jimposed by the law upon the banks.
This sysiem of legal tender paper has

brought discredit sod suffering to every
people who have resorted to it and been
dwearded by every civilized state which
has soughit to plsce 1ts currency upon a
sound and svisatitic basis.

W“We dewmand, therefore, that the
initiul steps be taken for the withdrawal
from circulation of legul tender notes or
for & chaoge of the existing system of
redemption and reissua.

**And we demand, in ordar that there
may L no improper contraction of the
currenoy and that it may be capable
of ready adjustment Lo the demands
of businees, thst the present baocking
laws be o modiiied a8 to interpose no
obstacle to the creation of an elastic
banking currency, subjset to such
control s shell insure unilormity, secu-

rity and redemptioo in standard coin on
demand.”
