The comrades of the Grand Army of
the Republic are determined to not for-
gel their comrades who lie buried at
the front. On Memorial Day several
delegates weat ‘o Culpspper, Pelers
burg, and other places and hald services
and decorated the graves st the Na-
tional Cemetorics,

Captain Patrick O'Farrell was the
orator at Culpepper, Va., where the re
maing of upwards of 7,000 braye men,
who died that their country might iive,
lie buried in the National Cemeterya
Each grave was decorated with n bo-
quet of flowers and an American flag,
sent there by the Department of Con-
necticut..

Just before the services commenced a
train af several cars came past the cem-
etery returning from Richmond, the
stars and bars where held out of the car
witdows, and the old rebel yell awakened
the echoesa.

There were a few confederate colonels
and captains in the cemetery, te whom
the Captain pointedly remarked: “The
Grand Army of the North or the great
Wast do not question or grudige you the
right to honor your heroes or leaders.
Ingratitude is the worst of crimes, and
should you prove ungreatful to the mem-
ory of Lee or Jackson we would think the
leas of you, but those rebel flags which
you Hlaant in >ur face to-day and yester-
day 16 quite another matter. T'he flags
represent the tresson to-day. You can-
not bluwe us if we question your loyalty
when you hoist that emblem of the lost
cause, that emblem of rebellien and
hatred to the Union on every occasion
when you assemble together.

I want to say here, on this ground
made sacred by the loyal men that rest
here, that the survivors of these dead
heroes are as determined to-day on this
flag question ns we were twenty-six and
twenty-seven years ago when we camped
on these hills, and determined that we
would pull down that rebel flag and
plant the Union flag on every foot of
American soil. Wa are determined *hat
tbere whill be room only for one Na-
tional flag in these United States, and
tha is the Stars and Stripes—the flag
your fathers carried in New Orleans,
under Jackson; the flag your fathers
bore at Yorktown, under Washington,
and the flag that, I believe, you would
voluntarily carry to-morrow should a
foreignor dare to invads these shores,
That is the fag that thess men died for.
The Stars and Stripes should be to the
American citizen what the Crossis to the
Ch ristian.”
